Laboratory Accreditation

The assessment outlines 11 sections, 10 of which the lab met with 100% compliance.  The last section has a few minor computer issues to work on at a compliance rate of 96%.  This assessment process identifies the degree to which laboratories meet their requirements and addresses area for improvement.
